Founded in 1994 as the South Meadows Problem Solving Committee, the South
Meadows Marketplace Alliance (SMMA) was funded by the United States Department
of Justice as a component of a larger, community policing effort. Monthly 
meetings with city officials, Police Department representatives, and area business
people addressed public safety and revitalization initiatives designed to improve
and protect the South Meadows community.

Over the years, the SMMA has met with area leaders that include past mayors,
our current Mayor Eddie Perez, Police Chief Darrel K. Roberts, Fire Chief Charles
Teale, State Senator John Fonfara, Representatives Art Feltman, Evelyn Mantilla
and Kevin Roldan, Congressman John Larson’s staff members, City Council
Members, and officials from the Public Works Department, the Department of
Licenses and Inspections, and more.
